He is the Chief Medical Officer for the American Hospital Management 
Corporation and has served as the Medical Director for the Office of Security and Investigations, 
United States Citizenship and Immigration Service, U.S. Department of Homeland Security, 
Washington D.C. Throughout the 1990’s, while working with the American International Health 
Alliance and USAID, Dr. Ciottone led the development of 22 EMS training centers throughout the 
former Soviet Union and Eastern Europe that trained over 50,000 personnel.
